
TEST everyone age 5-12 (family swim/parties/rentals/camp)

• �Swim test consists of a 25-yard swim (half on the front and half on the back)  
AND tread water for 30-seconds without touching wall or bottom.

• �Those who choose not to take the test and those who do not pass will receive  
a RED wristband and must stay in the shallow end. A child who can’t touch the  
bottom in the deepest part of the shallow end must wear a U.S. Coast Guard 

  approved floatation device. 
•� �Those who pass the swim test will receive a GREEN wristband and may swim in  

either the shallow or deep end.

MARK everyone age 5-12 (family swim/parties/rentals/camp)
• Green wristband = passed deep end test.
• �Red wristband = non swimmer or did not pass test.

PROTECT
• �Children ages 0-4 years old must have a parent/guardian/responsible adult (18 years or older)  

in the water with them at all times within arm’s reach regardless of wristband color.
• �Children ages 5-12 must take a swim test and receive a RED or GREEN wristband.
• �Children ages 5-8 must have a parent/guardian/responsible adult (18 years or older) on the  

pool deck regardless of wristband color.
• �All children who are unable to touch in the deepest part of the shallow end and don’t pass  

the swim test must wear a U.S. Coast Guard approved flotation device. In addition, child must                           
be accompanied by a parent/guardian/responsible adult (18 years or older) at all times within arm’s reach.
